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Dear Parishioners, 
 
I greet you all in the name of Our Lord and saviour Jesus 
Christ who resurrected from dead. This year the month of 
April is blessed with the observance of Great Lent, passion 
week and the grand culmination of Easter. The Passion 
(from Latin patior, "to suffer, bear, endure") is the short 
final period before the death of Jesus, described in the four 
canonical gospels. Here we commemorate Jesus' triumphal 
entry into Jerusalem, fulfillment of prophecies and the 
beginning of the end of Jesus' earthly ministry.  
This is the time for an introspection. I pray that it will be an opportunity for us to 
become more humble and identify with the sufferings of Christ. I thank you all for 
your wholehearted cooperation in this 50 days of Lent prayer and . I appreciate the 
Edavaka Mission office bearers , the families who hosting prayer meetings and those 
who leading the sermons these days. 
On the first Sunday we meditate on " Jesus Christ who gives new vision to life " When 
he regained his full sight, he had a new vision to glorify God. April 11th we observe 
the 40th Friday, meditate on Christian discipleship that must overcome temptation. 
Second Sunday we observe Hossana and meditate on The cry for salvation : The com-
ing of Messiah. When we enter into the Holy Week let us take time to reflect on His 
love, sacrifice, and victory over death. From Palm Sunday to Easter Sunday, let us 
engage fully in the sacred observances of the Church. May we open our hearts to His 
presence and renew our commitment to following Him in all that we do. Maundy 
Thursday and Good Friday  is a time to meditate on the kénōsis of Christ. The Greek 
word that is actually translated as such from the Greek verb kenóō, meaning “to emp-
ty” which is a verb form of kénōsis. It literally means to “make oneself into nothing. 
He, the Creator of the world, the God of humanity, the Son of God, chose to let Him-
self be scourged, beaten, spit upon, mocked, and crucified by His own creation. All the 
kénōsis, was rewarded with victory. Christ’s resurrection, the Easter proclaimed victo-
ry over death, over sin, and over Satan himself. Without the resurrection, Good Friday 
is not Good News. The resurrection becomes the peace that was missing in the con-
fusing puzzle of Good Friday. Without the resurrection of Christ, it all seems to have 
been in vain. On the new Sunday we meditate Assurance of faith beyond sight. 
The Executive Committee for the new year is activated, and requests everyone's sin-
cere cooperation in all activities and services of the Parish. Let me appreciate your 
participation in all the needs of the parish and I would like to remind you to confirm 
your generous participation in Charity works of our organizations, Subscription and 
Diocesan Day Collection. All organizations are reminded to cooperate in preparing 
annual plans as soon as possible, and all organizations and area prayer groups are re-
minded to schedule individual meetings during the spring and summer seasons. I pray 
and wish that the coming days will be a blessing to all of us. God bless us all.

Jesus didn’t just 
proclaim peace, He became our peace. He didn’t just declare salva-
tion, He conquered death to give it. 
As we remember from the cross to the empty tomb this Holy Week, 
may we carry this message in our own lives, with steps that bring 
light into dark places, comfort into sorrow, and hope into despair. 
 
Let our life, our walk, our witness declare: Our God reigns! Christ
