Fourth sunday we meditate upon 'Cross: Mani-
festation of grace', The Cross is not merely a symbol of pain and death, but a sign 
of God’s unmerited grace—showing that through suffering, healing, forgiveness, 
and new life are made possible. March 27th we will observe as Fortieth Friday and 
meditate on 'Hunger to be the will of God', By embracing this hunger, we open our 
hearts to transformation, allowing God’s grace to guide us, strengthen our spiritual 
disciplines. Fifth Sunday we observe as Hosanna and meditate upon 'Entry of the 
King of peace ', Hosanna! reminds us that true peace is not imposed by power or 
force, but freely offered through love, humility, and self-giving. As we cry 
“Hosanna,” we acknowledge Jesus as the Prince of Peace who enters our hearts 
and lives, calling us to embrace reconciliation, mercy, and justice. I pray that, May 
this Lenten journey be a time of spiritual renewal, self-discipline, and compassion-
ate care for one another, so that we may emerge strengthened in faith and commit-
ted to living the Gospel more fully.
